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If observed, charged lepton flavour violation (cLFV) is a clear sign of New Physics - beyond the SM minimally 
extended to accommodate neutrino oscillation data. 

We briefly review several extensions of the SM which could potentially give rise to observable cLFV signals, also 
emphasising the rôle of cLFV in probing such New Physics models.
